
2011 was a great year at Fyrne Lake! 
 

The multiple fish structures placed in the lake this past spring have proven to be 

a great addition. Iôve had numerous reports of nice bass and crappie being 

caught around them.  The best way to locate these structures is through the use 

of our map.  You can see a small version of it to the left.  A downloadable and 

readable version is available on our website at www.fyrnelake.com.   

This winter we will be adding structure to each of the existing sites and creating 

new ones.   A new type of structure will also be introduced to the lake.  Weôll 

be adding dense shallow water structure (Christmas trees)  to each major cove 

to provide cover for baitfish.  This should dramatically increase the available 

baitfish in the lake to fatten up our bass and crappie in 2012! 
 

Bounty on Grass Carp!  
 

Several of the huge grass carp were removed from 

the lake this year. However, there are many more to 

go!  These fish range from 30 to 45 pounds and pro-

vide an amazing fight!  Iôve had reports of grass carp 

biting on a cricket and fighting the surprised fisher-

man for up to an hour!  Even though the fish are fun 

to catch there are still too many living in the lake.  

Their presence makes it difficult for us to establish 

desirable aquatic plants.  So, as a thank you to any-

one who catches a grass carp at Fyrne Lake in 2012, 

we will give them a free bear of Fyrne Lake Honey.

Crappie, Crappie & More Crappie!  
 

Through much management effort, the crappie fishing is im-

proving.  The additional structure and 5 years of stocking black 

crappie are having noticeable effects.  However, we wonôt be 

satisfied until we hear all of you bragging about the fish youôre 

catching!  Weôve been advised that the best and quickest way to 

continue improving the crappie fishing is to create a minimum 

size limit.   Starting immediately, Fyrne Lake will have a 10ò 

minimum crappie size limit.    Please follow this new rule é it 

wonôt be long and youôll be glad you did!   With the new mini-

mum size in place, we will triple our black crappie stocking 

order this spring. 



To be or not to beé a Florida bass story. 
 

2011 was to be the year that Fyrne Lake would be 

stocked with Florida bass.  Luckily they were not 

available.  I say luckily because new research infor-

mation has come to my attention.  It is true that Flor-

ida bass grow larger than their northern cousins.  

However, when stocked in waters with northern 

largemouth bass the worst part of their genes (lack of 

aggressiveness making them difficult to catch) is 

passed on to later generations while the best part 

(their large size) is not.  After a generation or two we 

would be left with less aggressive bass that donôt 

grow any larger than northern largemouth.  For this 

reason, we will not be stocking Florida bass in Fyrne Lake in 2012.   However, weôll keep managing our 

largemouth bass population to make them as large as possible.   Keeping all bass under 12ò (or placing 

them in the bass net on the floating dock) and reporting the length and weight of any tagged bass caught 

is the best way you can help.  Weôll also continue to add to and improve the baitfish structure and stock 

additional baitfish to keep fattening our lunkers up!

Make your own private honey hole! 
 

Do you want to make your own private honey hole?  You can!   

We placed a box full of Bill Dance Porcupine Fish Attractor spheres 

in the bait house with plenty more available upon request.  You are 

welcome to use them to create fish attracting structure in a secret lo-

cation of your choosing in Fyrne Lake!  All you need to add is İò 

PVC pipe.  Each one takes 25 to 50 feet of İò PVC, depending on 

how large a diameter you make the attractor.  You can check out 

Billôs website ( www.porcupinefishattractor.com/picture_board.htm ) 

for ideas on the most effective set up methods. My brother Kris or I 

will be glad to give you pointers on assembly, anchoring and linking 

them into chains. 
 

Another way you can add private structure involves using cane stalks installed with the use of a tool cre-

ated out of PVC pipe. Kris and I have already installed over 500 cane stalks. Weôll be glad to loan you 

our cane stalk tool. Just give us a call and weôll leave it in the bait house for use in the lake. Weôve 

linked to an instructional video on our Facebook page or you can link directly to the video at this ad-

dress: www.youtube.com/watch?v=uqU5JTkbOTo .
